LEADING OFF
• This weekend will close a stretch of 11 home games in 20 days for Virginia. Beginning Tuesday at George Washington, the Cavaliers 
will play seven of the next eight away from Disharoon Park. 
• Miami comes into the series after getting swept at home against Florida State and outscored 34-2. The Hurricanes are 6-2 on the 
road this year and have left the state of Florida only once, a three-game series at NC State on March 5-7.
• Virginia is one win away from No. 500 at Disharoon Park. The Cavaliers are 499-154 (.764) at their home ballpark that first opened 
in 2002.
• Miami will be the third-straight nationally-ranked opponent by D1Baseball.com to come for a weekend series in Charlottesville.
• The Hurricanes have won seven-straight games against Virginia dating back to 2019 with five of those meetings decided by three or 
less runs.
• In the ACC preseason coaches poll, Miami was picked to win the Coastal Division and the Cavaliers were picked to finish second.

AGAINST MIAMI
• The Hurricanes own a 32-28 advantage in the all-time series but the two schools are deadlocked a 25-25 since Miami joined the ACC 
prior to the 2005 season. Brian O’Connor is 26-27 against Miami since taking over in 2004.
• The Cavaliers had won eight-straight series against Miami from 2010-2017 before the Hurricanes swept weekends from Virginia in 
2018 and 2019.
• The two teams last met in the 2019 ACC Tournament, a 10-3 victory for Miami in Durham, N.C.

LAST TIME OUT
• Virginia’s 20-game win streak against midweek opponents came to a close on Wednesday at Liberty after a 10-2 setback in Lynch-
burg.
• The Flames scored five runs in the first inning, the third time a Virginia opponent has scored five or more runs in an inning this 
season.
• A total of eight pitchers saw action for the Cavaliers and combined for a season-high nine walks.
• Four Liberty hurlers limited Virginia to four hits, two came off the bat of freshman Kyle Teel.

ON THE MOUND
• The Virginia pitching staff enters Wednesday’s game with 229 strikeouts, the ninth most in the country and the second-most in the ACC. 
• The Cavaliers have struck out 10 or more batters in 15 of 20 games this season.
• Saturday’s starting pitcher Andrew Abbott is the ACC’s leader in strikeouts with 43. Griff McGarry’s 35 Ks are tied for fifth in the ACC.
• Abbott’s career 13.70 strikeouts per nine innings ratio is the highest of any active NCAA pitcher. He’s one of 21 pitchers in college 
baseball with 200 career strikeouts. Abbott has lost four games the season, two have been one run affairs and the other was a 2-0 
loss at Florida St.

ONE RUN AFFAIRS
• Virginia was on the right side of a one-run game on Sunday at 
Florida State for the second time in ACC play this season. The 
Cavaliers are 3-3 in games decided by one run in 2021. 
• The Cavaliers were involved in five, one-run decisions in their 
first seven games of the 2021 season, matching a school 
record set in 1938 and 1951.
• The North Carolina series marked the first time Virginia 
played an ACC series with each game decided by a run since 
2018 when it played six-straight starting with Louisville on the 
road and ending with a three-game set against Clemson at 
Disharoon Park.
• The Cavaliers have played a total of six ACC series in which all 
three games were decided by a run in the Brian O’Connor era.

CLOSING THE DOOR
• Closer Stephen Schoch is 4-for-4 in save attempts this 
season, tied for the most in the NCAA. No save was more 
stressful than the seven-out heart-stopper at Florida State.
