+ Virginia concludes its three-game homestand with an ACC tilt
clash with Syracuse. Faceoff is set for 12 p.m.

+ This week Virginia is ranked No. 5 in the USILA coaches and
Inside Lacrosse media polls. Syracuse is ranked No. 11 in both
the coaches and media poll.

THE SERIES VS. THE ORANGE
+ The Cavaliers and Orange are meeting for the 38th time in se-
ries history, but are playing each other for only the eighth time as
part of ACC play. Virginia has won 10 of the last 18 regular-sea-
son meetings, but five of the last eight losses have come at the
Carrier Dome (2011, 2013, 2015, 2017, 2021).
+ The Syracuse leads the series by a narrow margin, 19-18.
+ UVA and Syracuse won four combined NCAA titles between
2006-11.

200TH MEN’S LACROSSE GAME AT KLOCKNER STADIUM
+ Saturday marks the 200th alltime UVA men’s lacrosse game
at Klockner Stadium.
+ The very first men’s lacrosse game at Kldckner Stadium was
on April 3, 1993 when the Cavaliers beat Maryland, 11-10, in
overtime.
+ The 100th alltime game at Kléckner Stadium came on March
10, 2009 when UVA beat Vermont, 16-4.
+ UVAis 157-42 (.789) all-time on the green grass at Klockner
Stadium. A win Saturday would be the Cavaliers’ 50th win in the
month of April at Kléckner Stadium. They are 49-18 (.731) all-
time in the fourth month of the year at UVA's venerable edifice.

VIRGINIA'S PROBABLE LINEUP

After playing primarily as a midfielder in 2018, Matt
Moore became just the fifth Cavalier to tally 100+
career goals and 100+ career assists. He enters
Saturday with 208 career points, which is tied with
Matt Ward for No. 11 all-time at UVA.

COVERING THE CAVALIERS

UNIQUELY UVA

The University of Virginia is an institution rich with history and tradition. Here is some of the
terminology that contributes to UVA's culture.

Grounds: The term used by students, faculty and alumni to refer to the University dating as far back as
Thomas Jefferson. “Campus” is never used.

First Year, Second Year, Third Year, Fourth Year: Instead of freshman, sophomore, junior, senior. Why you
may ask? To be a “senior” implies that a person has reached the final phase of learning, a feat that
Thomas Jefferson believed to be impossible, arguing instead that education is a life-long process.

Commonwealth: Virginia is one of four constituent states of the United States of America that officially
uses the name “Commonwealth” instead of the word state in all references. The other three common-
wealths are Kentucky, Massachusetts and Pennsylvania.

UNIVERSITY NICKNAMES

Virginia’s athletics teams have been accompanied by a somewhat confusing array of nicknames. The
most prominent and widely accepted of these monikers are “Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos.”

Although the terms “Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos” are used almost interchangeably to refer to
University teams and players, “Cavaliers” is more often used by the media, while “Wahoos” and
“Hoos” are frequently used by Virginia students and fans.

Legend has it that Washington & Lee baseball fans dubbed the Virginia players “Wahoos” during the
fiercely contested rivalry that existed between the two in-state schools in the 1890s. By 1940,
“Wahoos”

was in general use around Grounds to denote University students or events relating to them. The
abbreviated “Hoos” sprang up later in student newspapers and has gained growing popularity in recent
years.

THE CAVALIER MASCOT

The costumed Cavalier with a large character head debuted during Virginia’s 1984 football season and
has remained the official mascot of the University.

UNIVERSITY COLORS

Orange and blue were adopted as the University of Virginia’s official athletic colors at a mass student
meeting in 1888. UVA athletic teams had previously worn silver gray and cardinal red, but those colors
did not stand out on muddy football fields, prompting a student movement to change them.

One of the students attending the mass meeting was Allen Potts, a star athlete who played on
Virginia’s first football team in 1888. Potts showed up at the meeting wearing a navy blue-and-orange
scarf that he had acquired during a summer boating expedition at Oxford University. Orange and blue
were chosen as the official athletic colors after one of Potts’ fellow students pulled the scarf off Potts’
neck and, waving it to the crowd, yelled, “How will this do?” UVA later served as the inspiration for
schools like Auburn and Florida when they selected school colors.

WAH-HOO-WAH

The origin of “Wah-hoo-wah” is uncertain. The cheer was used to root on Virginia teams as early as
1890 and may have been borrowed from Dartmouth College, whose athletics teams were once known
as

the Indians.

Legend attributes the yell to Natalie Floyd Otey, who sang the ballad “Where’er You Are, There Shall My
Love Be” at Charlottesville’s Levy Opera House in 1893. The predominantly student audience noticed
that Otey warbled the first three words of the song between each of the stanzas and decided to join in
the refrain. By evening’s end, goes the legend, the crowd had corrupted “Where’er You Are” into “Wah-
hoo-wah.”

The Levy Opera House stands at the corner of High Street and Park Street and has since been renovat-
ed into an office building.

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THE SERIES VS. SYRACUSE

+ Syracuse leads the series by a slim margin, 19-18, which mimics the back-and-forth scoring characteristic of the
games between the two teams.

- Entering the 2021 season the series was tied, 18-18, and so was the alltime score when you combine all the
games, 466-466. Syracuse won the first meeting this season, 20-10, at the Carrier Dome, which serves as UVA's worst
loss in the series. Prior to the February setback, Tthe previous five games in the series were decided by one goal, three
of which have been won by Syracuse.

+ The two schools battled only three times between 1938-93, but have met at least once each season between 1994
and 2019 before the COVID-19 pandemic snapped the streak in 2020.

+ The regular-season series began in 1995.

+ The two schools have also met six times in the NCAA Tournament since 1995.

+ The 2018 season was the first time UVA and Syracuse met in the ACC Tournament, an 11-10 win for UVA in the
semifinals.

- Virginia has won 11 of the last 19 meetings in the series, including six straight regular-season match-ups until a
2011 setback at the Carrier Dome.

+ The Orange won in overtime, 9-8, in the 2003 at the Dome. It was the first time in the series that neither team
scored in the double figures.

+ Another heartbreaking UVA loss saw the Orange pull out a dramatic come-from-behind 12-11 double overtime win in
the semifinals of the 2008 NCAA Tournament on the way to capturing the national championship.

+ The 2008 Syracuse NCAA win ended Virginia’s five-game series winning streak, the longest by either team in the
series.

- Both teams are known for their high-scoring offenses, but it is interesting to note that since 1999 UVA (03-06-06-14-
19) and Syracuse (2002-03-04-06-15-21) have scored at least 15 goals only five and six times in the series, respective-
ly.
+ Virginia's loss in 2011 snapped a three-game win streak in the “Dome” over Syracuse, a feat boasted by no other
opponent of the Orange.

- The 2014 meeting at Klockner Stadium between UVA and Syracuse, James Pannell scored a career-high seven goals
in a 17-12 UVA triumph. It was Syracuse’s first-ever ACC game.

+ The Orange in 2016 and 2017 have come out on top, 14-13, over the Cavaliers. Syracuse’s win at Klockner Stadium
in 2016 snapped UVA's four-game winning streak in Charlottesville.

- The potential for a high-scoring game such as the classic 1997 match-up
won by Syracuse, 22-21, is one of the main reasons this game is so widely
anticipated.

- However, since 1996 a three-goal win can be considered a “blowout”

-+ 21 of the last 30 games since then have been decided by just one or two
goals.

+ More than half the games between the two schools (23 of 37), have been
decided by one or two goals, including both games in 2008, which went to
overtime.

- In the history of the series, the biggest win by either team was Syracuse’s
20-10 win the last time these teams met (Feb. 27, 2021).

+ Virginia’s biggest win is a 15-7 victory in the Carrier Dome in 1995.

+ UVA's 14-10 win in 2012 was the largest winning-margin for the Cavaliers

+ Dox Aitken is No. 17 alltime in DI midfielder scoring with 171 career
points. Full list on page No. 7.

+ Aitken needs four assists to become the 17th midfielder in the history of
the game at the DI level to record at least 100 career goals and 40 career
assists.

- He is No. 4 alltime among ACC midfielders in career points.

MILESTONES REACHED AGAINST UTAH

+ Charlie Bertrand, one of two active lacrosse player in the nation with at
least 200 career goals (230), scored his 300th collegiate point against the
Utes. He is currently No. 3 among active players with 300 career points,
behind Duke’s Michael Sowers (357) and Fairfield's Matt Chlastawa (307).
+ With two assists against the Utes, Matt Moore became the fifth Cavalier
in program history with 100 career goals and 100 career assists. He joined
Kevin Pehlke, Danny Glading, Steele Stanwick and Michael Kraus. He also
became the 10th Cavalier to reach 100 career assists.

+ Dox Aitken and Jared Conners passed Bray Malphrus (71) for the UVA
career record for games played, which now stands at 72.

- Petey LaSalla won 20 faceoffs agains the Utes, giving the midfielder his
fourth career game with 20+ faceoff wins. That is a career UVA record that
was previously held by Justin Schwenk (3).

LASALLA AND CONNERS PICKING UP THE GB

- UVA's Petey LaSalla is No. 2 in the nation with 110 ground balls. LSM Jared
Conners is tied for No. 13 with 68 ground balls, which is No. 1 among LSMs.
Duke’s Tyler Carpenter (52) trails Conners by 16 GBs.

+ GK Alex Rode leads the nation’s goalies with 38 ground balls.

LASALLA GETTING THE WIN AT THE FACEOFF X

- Petey LaSalla won a career-high 26 faceoffs (38 attempts) at UNC on April
10. It marks the first time in program history a Cavalier has won 20+ faceoffs
in a game at least three times in the same season.

- LaSalla previously won a career-high 23 faceoffs (28 attempts) against
Robert Morris on March 20. It marked the first time in program history a Cav-
alier won 20+ faceoffs in back-to-back games. He previously won 21 faceoffs
against then-No. 1 North Carolina on March 11. His 20 wins (26 attempts)
against Utah gave LaSalla a fourth game in 2021 with 20+ wins, giving him
the most career 20+ faceoff win games in program history.
