+ The 2021 season will be the 132nd year of Virginia
football and season No. 91 at Scott Stadium.

+ UVA is 83-39-9 all-time in season openers

+ Saturday will mark the 12th time Virginia has squared
off against William & Mary to begin a season.

- The Cavaliers are 77-21-7 (.767) all-time in home
season openers and have won 20 of their last 25 sea-
son openers in Scott Stadium.

+ Virginia has opened up at Scott Stadium in all but
two seasons since 2008.

+ Under Fralin Family Head Coach Bronco Mendenhall,
the Cavaliers have won four of five season openers,
including a 38-20 victory over Duke at home in 2020.

+ The Cavaliers own a 61-10-3 record against current
members of the Colonial Athletic Association.

YEAR NO. 6 UNDER BRONCO MENDENHALL

- In his first five seasons, Mendenhall has taken the
Cavaliers to three bowl games, including the program'’s
first ever Orange Bowl in 2019.

+ The Cavaliers also claimed the Atlantic Coast Confer- B ] b his sixth as
ence’s Coastal Division title after posting a 6-2 mark in the Fralin Family Head Coach at UVA.
league play in 2019. The six ACC wins were the most

+ Mendenhall enters 2021 with a career record of 129-75 and has appeared in 14 bowl games
in 16 years as a head coach.

+ With two more wins Mendenhall will enter the top-100 in career wins all-time in college
football.

+ Among active NCAA football coaches, Mendenhall’s .632 winning percentage ranks 10th in
the country and third amongst his ACC counterparts.

AGAINST WILLIAM & MARY

- Today’s game will be the 38th all-time meeting between William & Mary and Virginia in a series
that was first played in 1908, an 11-O UVA victory.

+ William & Mary did not score a point against Virginia in the first 10 meetings from 1908 to 1938
and have been held under 10 points a total of 20 times.

+ The Cavaliers hold a 30-6-1 advantage in the all-time series.

+ UVA has won four-straight games against the Tribe and 10 of the last 11 dating back to 1988.

+ Virginia is also scheduled to open the 2023 season against William & Mary at Scott Stadium.

- Today will be the second trip to Scott Stadium for Tribe head coach and former UVA coach Mike
London. He was UVA's 39th head coach and was at the helm from 2010-15.

- Former Cavaliers Darryl Blackstock (outside linebackers coach), Keenan Carter (defensive coordi-
nator), Ras-| Downling (defensive back coach), Matt Johns (quarterbacks coach) and Gordon Sammis
(offensive line coach) are members of London’s W&M coaching staff.

LAST MEETING

+ The last matchup against William & Mary was nearly two years ago to the day, a 52-17 thrashing
that saw UVA score 35 points in the first half on Sept. 6, 2019.

+ In the 35-point half, Virginia scored in all three phases of the game that featured an 85-yard
interception return by Nick Grant and a 100 kickoff return by Joe Reed. The interception was the first
of Grant’s career and the third-longest in UVA history. Reed’s became the fourth Cavalier to return a
kick 100 yards and the first since 2004.

+ Quarterback Bryce Perkins threw for 192 yards and two scores. He also accounted or 68 yards
and a touchdown on the ground.

+ Running back Mike Hollins scored on his first career carry, a nine-yard scamper to open the
second-half scoring. It was one of two touchdowns for the then-freshman and part of a career-best
78-yard night.

HOOS AT SCOTT

+ Since 2019, UVA is 12-1 at Scott Stadium. That is the fifth best overall home winning percentage
over the past two seasons and UVA's 17-2 home record since 2018 ranks No. 2 among all ACC
teams.

- Against non-conference opponents at Scott Stadium, Virginia is 9-2 under Bronco Mendenhall and
has won eight-straight games at home against non-ACC foes.

+ Since 2018 season, Virginia is 17-2 at home. Last year’s loss against NC State in Charlottesville
snapped a nine-game win streak at home, the third-longest of the UVA modern era.

WATCH OoUT

- Six different Cavalier were named to various national award watch lists leading up to the 2021
season.

+ Quarterback Brennan Armstrong was featured on the Maxwell Award and the Johnny Unitas Golden
Arm Award watch lists. The Maxwell Award, first presented in 1938, is given to America’s College
Player of the Year regardless of position.

+ Center Olsegun Oluwatimi was placed on the Rimington Award watch list for the second straight
center. The award recognizes the country’s top center.

+ Pass catching options Jelani Woods and Billy Kemp IV were on the Mackey Award (TE) and the
Biletnikoff Award (WR) watch lists, respectively. Woods is a transfer from Oklahoma State and a
two-time honorable mention All-Big 12 selection. Kemp IV led the Cavaliers in receptions in 2020,
hauling in 67 passes for 644 yards and a touchdown.

« Linebacker Nick Jackson, a third team AII-ACC selection last season was on the Butkus Award
Watch list for the nation’s top linebacker.

+ Running back Wayne Taulapapa was included on the Allstate AFCA Good Works Team watch list for
his contributions both on the field and in the community.

THE THORTERBACK

+ Brennan Armstrong enters his second season as the Cavalier signal caller after starting all but
one game in 2020.

+ Armstrong ranked No. 3 in the ACC and No. 18 in the nation with 296.6 yards of total offense a
game last season.

+ In his first season as the starter, Armstrong threw for 2,117 yards and 18 touchdowns. He was
also responsible for 552 yards on the ground and an additional five scores. The 552 rushing yards
were the eight most in the nation among non-option quarterbacks.

STRONG UP FRONT

- Headlined by Oluwatimi, Virginia returns six offensive lineman — Ryan Nelson, Bobby Haskins, Ryan
Swoboda, Chris Glaser, Oluwatimi and Joe Bissinger that have combined to start 122 games.

+ Last season the offensive line ranked No. 1 in the ACC and No. 12 in the nation in tackles for loss
allowed (4.2). It ranked No. 3 in the nation among “Power-5" schools in most rushing yards before
contact per rush attempt (.270), trailing just Ohio State and Notre Dame

DEFENSIVE RETURNEES

+ On the other side of the ball, the Cavaliers return five starters that have played in 20 or more col-
lege football games — Adeeb Atariwa, Mandy Alonso, De’Vante Cross, Nick Grant and Joey Blount.

+ Atariwa leads all defensive returners with 29 and right behind him is fellow defensive end, Mandy
Alonso with 27.

+ Both De’Vante Cross and Nick Grant have started 24-straight games, the longest active streak on
the team.

“BREAKING THE ROCK”

“Breaking the Rock,” has also become a tradi-
tion in UVA football, started in 2018 by Shawn
Griswold, the team’s director of football
development and performance. It represents
how you move a mountain, one rock at a time.
The hardest worker during summer workouts
is awarded the honor of swinging the sledge-
hammer and breaking the designated rock to
close the summer phase. After a Cavalier win,
the “unofficial player of the game” breaks the
rock for that week. Below is the collection of
Cavaliers to Break the Rock since the tradition
began. Griswold started the tradition while at
Tulsa and also included it at Pitt and Arizona

+ QB Brennan Armstrong was named the starting quarterback by Bronco Mendenhall
on Aug. 27, 2020. He is the third opening-day starting quarterback under Bronco
Mendenhall, joining Kurt Benkert (2016-17) and Bryce Perkins (2018-19). .

+ Armstrong is the first lefthanded starting QB at UVA since Jameel Sewell (2006,
2007, 2009).

+ Armstrong enrolled at UVA in January 2018 and backed up Perkins the last two
seasons, saving his redshirt season in 2018 under the NCAA participation rules.

+ Armstrong is the 13th different UVA starting quarterback to start an opener in the
last 17 seasons. The list includes: Bryce Perkins (2018-19), Kurt Benkert (2016-17),
Matt Johns (2015), Greyson Lambert (2014), David Watford (2013), Michael Rocco
(2011-12), Marc Verica (2010), Vic Hall (2009), Peter Lalich (2008), Jameel Sewell
(2007), Christian Olsen (2006) and Marques Hagans (2005).

- The 4th Side will be woven into the UVA home game experience in 2021. Life-size 4th Side letters are located on the northeast con-
course and are a perfect game day photo opportunity. The Virginia student section will unveil a giant 4thSide Tifo just prior to kickoff
at every home game. Additionally, the stadium concourses will include new 4th Side pageantry posters to reinforce the importance of
UVA fans and their contributions to the game day atmosphere.
- Offense and defense are two sides. Special teams is the third side. The 4th Side, in Bronco Mendenhall’s teaching, is the sidelines.

Coach shows film in the meeting
room of players on the 4th Side. The team sees that and takes pride in that.”

EARN YOUR JERSEY NUMBER
- Head coach Bronco Mendenhall introduced what he sees as the bedrock of his “earned not given” mantra
when he arrived in Charlottesville in 2016. The majority of numbers are picked over the course of the selection
ceremonies during the final three weekends of fall camp. Once the season ends, all players return to the status
of no number for winter conditioning, spring ball and summer workouts.
- To be considered for number selection, players have to meet certain physical benchmarks — weight room num-
bers, conditioning times, etc. — but it’s also about dedication to the program, overall effort in practice and having

the right disposition in the locker room.

+ Bronco Mendenhall doesn’t choose the order. The task unit leaders do. SI DE

- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “The task unit leaders, they're the ones who are with their teammates every day

in the locker room. They’re with them in class. They’re with them in their apartments. They see a lot more than | see. Our players have
embraced it, and it matters to them to be endorsed by their peers to be on our team.”

- Alum Jordan Mack Said It: “Part of our program is earned not given. They know what to expect coming in, and they know nothing is
going to be given. To earn a number, gear, anything with a Virginia sabre on it, you're going to have to earn it through your hard work.”

STATE CHANGERS
+ White » Grey » Orange » Navy » Black
- Workout gear color is immediate feedback where our student-athletes stand in their training in order to drive positive change.
- Everything in performance is tracked from the moment they step on Grounds to show their gains. All new players begin their UVA
careers wearing white.
- Black workout gear is the pinnacle in the UVA strength & conditioning. Nick Grant and Mandy Alonso were the only to players on the
current roster to reach black.

THURSDAY’S HEROES
- The Thursday’s Heroes program is coordinated by the University of Virginia football team. Originally at BYU, Thursday’s Heroes tran-
sitioned to UVA when Bronco Mendenhall became Head Coach in 2016. Since then, the program has continued to grow, warming the
hearts of players, coaches, fans, and of course, the Heroes. Each Thursday during the Fall and Spring season (this is not happening
this year), an individual who is undergoing a difficult circumstance (medical, physical, cognitive, etc.) and their family is invited to tour
the football facilities, watch practice, meet the coaches/team, and receive special gifts unique to each Hero. Different players take
turns showering the Hero with gifts, including UVA gear, an official game jersey, Beats by Dre, a bicycle, school supplies, Halloween
costumes, and special video messages from favorite celebrities (Peyton Manning, Kenny Chesney, Damian Lillard, Chris Long and Hugh
Jackman to name a few have taken part). The goal of the program is simple: to put a smile on the Hero’s face and to welcome them to
the Virginia Football family.
- TB Wayne Taulapapa Said It: “Everybody is Somebody ... Every day we look up to them and the fight they are in. We want them to
know they are with us and we are with them.”
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MAD HATTERS (PUT ON THE HATS)

- The “Mad Hatters” is the name of the Virginia Football Scout Team. It drew inspiration
from the character frozen in time in “Alice in Wonderland,” but the name has as much
to do with the evolution of pennies scout team players once draped over their shoulder
pads to brightly colored pieces of fabric, which stretch over their helmets. Hence, “Put
on the hats.”

+ Each Thursday after practice the “Mad Hatter of the Week” is announced by a task
unit leader.

- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “The way | frame it to our team is without going through
that process, | think there is a fundamental step missed in their development. Most
recruits and most young people want to come in and play their first year. Most of us,
right, it’s kind of about us. When you're in that role, it's really about serving and helping
your team.”

UVA GROUNDSKEEPERS

+ Virginia’s football program wants to be a catalyst for change in the community, helping
to turn the pain of the Charlottesville riots of Aug. 12, 2017 into a celebration of life,
love and unity. During the summer of 2020, a player-led initiative was born in the form
of the Groundskeepers in order to “Take Back our Grounds” from the white nationalists
that descended upon Charlottesville in 2017.

- To be part of the Groundskeepers, participants take part in their own march, which
starts downtown at Heather Heyer Way — the street named in honor of the woman who
lost her life during the Aug. 12 demonstrations — before heading to the Enslaved Work-
ers Memorial and the Rotunda.

- Bronco Mendenhall Said It: “We chose to take this march in direct opposition and

the exact opposite direction of the events that happened in the death of Heather Heyer.
We're standing against hate, inequality, anything that doesn’t reflect well on the state of
mankind, especially at the University of Virginia.

- OLB Charles Snowden Said It: We are committed to making a change in our commu-
nity. We are committed to fighting for what'’s right. We are committed to a better future.
We are the Groundskeepers. Just thinking about what transpired those two days and
what those two days signify and stand for — There were protests led in the name of
hatred, racism, oppression and that’s harmful. That’s hurtful to a lot of people and that’s
not what the city of Charlottesville stands for. That's not what the University of Virginia
stands for. The Groundskeepers here at UVA, we just want to show that’s not who we are
and not what we stand for. So we're just trying to take back the power of those days and
show that we stand for love, unity, respect, uplifting one another, and just doing what’s
right.”

+ One of UVA’s four flags they run onto the field with each game is a flag that represents
the Groundskeeper, which serves as constant reminder to the community of the impor-
tance of being unified in love rather than hate.

THE SHIELD

+ The shield is an important
part of the Virginia football
program. On the shield, which
was modeled after shields
used in the movie 300, has
three numbers: +1, 24, +5.
They represent a formula that
Bronco Mendenhall and his
staff developed after years of
data study and analytics that
will lead to probable wins.
Each game UVA’s goal is to be
at least +1 in turnover margin,
score at least 24 points while
holding opponents under 24
points and being at least

+5 in field position. Accom-
plishing each of those goals
in a game creates a winning
scenario.

SCOTT STADIUM, HOME OF THE CAVALIERS

The Carl Smith Center, home of David A. Harrison Il Field at Scott Stadi-
um, with its unique architectural design, scenic setting on the University’s
Grounds and exceptional sight lines, is one of the nation’s finest college
football settings.

Opened in 1931, Scott Stadium might be one of the oldest campus college
football stadiums in the nation, but you could never tell from its appearance.
Numerous upgrades and expansions make it a modern home for the Cava-
liers and their fans.

Scott Stadium was the gift of Frederic William Scott and Elisabeth Strother
Scott, and was dedicated to the memory of his parents, Frederic Robert Scott
and Frances Branch Scott.

Virginia played its dedication game at Scott Stadium on Oct. 15, 1931
against the Virginia Military Institute before a then-capacity crowd of 22,000.
Prior to that season, the Cavaliers staged their home games at the Universi-
ty’s Lambeth Field.

Virginia has played 483 games in the historic venue. UVA’s all-time record at
Scott Stadium stands at 277-194-12.

UNIQUELY UVA

The University of Virginia is an institution rich with history and tradition. Here is some of the
terminology that contributes to UVA's culture.

Grounds: The term used by students, faculty and alumni to refer to the University dating as far back as
Thomas Jefferson. “Campus” is never used.

First Year, Second Year, Third Year, Fourth Year: Instead of freshman, sophomore, junior, senior. Why you may
ask? To be a “senior” implies that a person has reached the final phase of learning, a feat that Thomas
Jefferson believed to be impossible, arguing instead that education is a life-long process.

Commonwealth: Virginia is one of four constituent states of the United States of America that officially uses
the name “Commonwealth” instead of the word state in all references. The other three commonwealths are
Kentucky, Massachusetts and Pennsylvania.

UNIVERSITY NICKNAMES

Virginia’s athletics teams have been accompanied by a somewhat confusing array of nicknames. The most
prominent and widely accepted of these monikers are “Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos.”

Although the terms “Cavaliers,” “Wahoos” and “Hoos” are used almost interchangeably to refer to University
teams and players, “Cavaliers” is more often used by the media, while “Wahoos” and “Hoos” are frequently
used by Virginia students and fans.

Legend has it that Washington & Lee baseball fans dubbed the Virginia players “Wahoos” during the fiercely
contested rivalry that existed between the two in-state schools in the 1890s. By 1940, “Wahoos”

was in general use around Grounds to denote University students or events relating to them. The abbreviat-
ed “Hoos” sprang up later in student newspapers and has gained growing popularity in recent years.

THE CAVALIER MASCOT

The costumed Cavalier with a large character head debuted during Virginia’s 1984 football season and has
remained the official mascot of the University.

The first documented Cavalier on horseback was Francis Bell, a Virginia student from Dublin, Va., in 1947.
Bell rode onto the field dressed as Cavaliers for Virginia’s home football game with Harvard on the afternoon
of October 11.

The Cavalier on horseback returned as the University's mascot in 1963. The UVA Polo Club
provided both the horse and rider. However, the mounted Cavalier and his horse parted company in 1974
with the inception of AstroTurf at Scott Stadium.

The mounted Cavalier made its return in the Florida Citrus Bowl at the end of the 1989 football season. Due
to its instant popularity, the Cavalier on horseback returned the following season on a regular basis and con-
tinues to lead the Virginia football team onto the field at the beginning of all home games.

UNIVERSITY COLORS

Orange and blue were adopted as the University of Virginia’s official athletic colors at a mass student meet-
ing in 1888. UVA athletic teams had previously worn silver gray and cardinal red, but those colors did not
stand out on muddy football fields, prompting a student movement to change them.

One of the students attending the mass meeting was Allen Potts, a star athlete who played on Virginia’s first
football team in 1888. Potts showed up at the meeting wearing a navy blue-and-orange scarf that he had
acquired during a summer boating expedition at Oxford University. Orange and blue were chosen as the offi-
cial athletic colors after one of Potts’ fellow students pulled the scarf off Potts’ neck and, waving it to the
crowd, yelled, “How will this do?” UVA later served as the inspiration for schools like Auburn and Florida
when they selected school colors.

WAH-HOO-WAH

The origin of “Wah-hoo-wah” is uncertain. The cheer was used to root on Virginia teams as early as 1890
and may have been borrowed from Dartmouth College, whose athletics teams were once known as
the Indians.

Legend attributes the yell to Natalie Floyd Otey, who sang the ballad “Where’er You Are, There Shall My Love
Be” at Charlottesville’s Levy Opera House in 1893. The predominantly student audience noticed that Otey
warbled the first three words of the song between each of the stanzas and decided to join in the refrain. By
evening’s end, goes the legend, the crowd had corrupted “Where’er You Are” into “Wah-hoo-wah.”

The Levy Opera House stands at the corner of High Street and Park Street and has since been renovated
into an office building.
